Download Git for Windows (Git Bash) from https://git-scm.com/download/

win. You can use all default configurations, but might want to change the text
editor, from vim to some other editor, e.g. nano.

README#generating-a-new-ssh-key-pair: open GitBash and type the fol-
lowing commands:

Just type enter three times in order to use the default location and no
passphrase. The last command will copy the generated public key to the

clipboard.
Add your public SSH key to your GitLab account by clicking your avatar in

the upper right corner and selecting Settings. From there on, navigate to SSH
Keys and paste your public key in the ”Key” section.
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Now use the Windows Explorer to navigate to the directory that should
contain your git repository. Right-click in the folder and select the ’Git Bash

here’ Option.

In the browser, select your git project and copy the clone link for the ssh
option:

Then, in the Git Bash console type git clone Shift+Ins/Einfg (to paste the
copied link). This will clone your repository to this working directory. You can

now use the same commands as on linux to add/commit/push/pull/... files.
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
